Background Information: 
Ryan Finneran is a 2011 graduate from South Lyon High School, who received academic letters, became a scholar athlete, and received his varsity letter in baseball. During the summer before his senior year of high school, Ryan was involved in a car accident where he suffered a traumatic brain injury. He spent two months at Motts Children’s Hospital, followed by eleven months of outpatient rehabilitation. Ryan had to relearn to walk and talk, and despite his 5% odds of making a full recovery he was able to overcome this and fully recover. Ryan graduated from Central Michigan University with a degree in marketing and logistics, and now works as a therapeutic rehabilitation specialist for traumatic brain injury survivors. The amount of support from the local community was overwhelming for Ryan and the Finneran family during his accident, and the 2020 Finn Foundation Inc. scholarship was created to give back to the local community for all of the support received. The Finn Foundation Inc. scholarship is designed to select a deserving student of South Lyon High School who has overcome adversity in their life who has turned this event into a more meaningful experience. The scholarship is open to an SLHS high school senior and is valued at $500.
